Tie bija domati
dzelzcela darbinieku vasarnicu bivniecibai. Priedaine bija vilcienu
mainas vieta, kamér dzelzcel$ sastavéja tikai no viena sliezu cela.
Sis vietas nosaukums no 1904. gada vispirms bija pazistams ar
dzelzcela stacijas krievisko “Sosnovaja” vai vacisko “Aapark” (no Lie-
lupes apziméjuma Aa). Tvaikonu satiksmei pa Lielupi pie Priedaines
vasarnicu rajona iekartoja piestatni ar nosaukumu ,Egle”. Priedaines
attistiba ipasi nozimigs bija 1911. gads, kad pabeidza otra sliezu
cela bivi un vél sadalija 80 zemesgabalus. Priedaine sdka veido-
ties par turigo lauZu vasarnicu rajonu. Laikraksta “Latvija" lasams:
"Priedaine pie Lielupes tilta ar katru dienu izpelnas jo vairak publikas
véribu un atzinibu ka klusa, skaista atpdtas vietina. Nesen vél atpa-
kal, kad tika Se uzbavéta vilcienu mainiSanas vieta, publika vél maz
ievéroja Priedaines jaukumus. Tagad Se sabdvéts jau daudz skais-
tu vasarnicu, izstigotas plasas ielas. Rigas pilsétas valde sadalijusi
$o savu zemes Tpasumu uz vairak par simts gruntsgabaliem prieks
vasarnicu bavém. Soruden $e sagaidama liela baves darbiba". Tagu
vél 20. gadsimta 30. gados daudzi zemesgabali bijusi neapbavéti.
Darbojas divas sanatorijas, 1938. gada uzbivéja jauno dzelzcela
stacijas éku.
Péc Otra pasaules kara Priedaines raksturu noteica kadras fabrika.
Lielos savrupnamus nacionalizéja un parveidoja par dzivoklu majam,
bet lidzas céla baraku tipa éku ciematu. 1949. gada Priedaini pie-
vienoja Rigas pilsétai un ieklava Rigas Jirmalas rajona, bet no
1959. gada — Jarmalas pilséta.
Péc ipaSumu denacionalizacijas 20. gadsimta beigas Priedaine atkal
ir kluss, priezu ieskauts rajons, kura dzivo klusuma, miera un vese-
liga prieZu gaisa cienitaji. Babites iela — uz rietumiem no dzelzcela
stacijas saglabajusies vésturiska Rigas Gertrades draudzes pansija,
kas kluvusi par dzivoklu namu.
Priedaines apkartne ir vieniga Jarmalas teritorija Lielupes labaja
krasta. Te atrodas vairdki ievérojami dabas objekti — Balta kapa, Sle-
pera purvs, Darm3tates priezu audze, Bullupes atteka ar Varnukrogu,
Varkalu kanals un vienigais arheologijas piemineklis Jarmala — Babi-
tes pilskalns.
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riedaine is the utmost eastern point of Jurmala city. It is located
Pon the right bank of river Lielupe and has historically developed
into a summer cottage area near Riga city, on the land of former Salas
manor.
At the end of the 19% century first 36 building lots were split between
present Spilve, Upmala, Salaspils and Mangalu streets. Those were
meant for construction of summer cottages for railway employees.
During the time when railroad consistent of only one railway track, Prie-
daine was a post for trains interchange. The name of this area from
1904 first was known as the Russian “Sosnovaja” or German “Aapark”
(from Lielupes label Aa) version of the name. A dock, named “Egle”, was
set up for the steamboat traffic on Lielupe, near the Priedaine summer
cottage area. During the development of Priedaine, a special impor-
tance can be assigned to the year 1911, when the second railway
line was opened between Babite and Bulduri and yet 80 more building
lots were split. Priedaine was starting to develop into a summer cot-
tage area for wealthy people. One could read in the newspaper “Lat-
vija": “Priedaine near the Lielupe bridge daily merits the attention and
recognition of more and more people as a quite, beautiful rest area.
Not long ago, when the post for train interchange was built here, public
still didn't notice the amenities of Priedaine. At present, many beautiful
summer cottages and wide streets have been built here. Riga City Board
has split this part of its land property in more than hundred building
lots for further construction of summer cottages. This autumn a great
building activity is expected here.” However, still in the 1930'ties of the
20™ century many building lots were vacant. Two health resorts were
functioning, and in 1938 the new railway station was built.
After Second World War, the character of Priedaine was defined by the
peat factory. Big mansions were nationalized and rebuilt into apart-
ment houses, alongside reconstructing a barrack type houses village.
In 1949, Priedaine was incorporated into Riga city and included into
the Riga city Jarmala region, but from 1959 — into Jarmala city.
After the denationalization of properties at the end of the 20™ century,
Priedaine once again is a quite, pine enclosed area, where the lovers of
silence, peace and healthy pinewood air live. On Babite street — to the
western side of the railway station one can still find the historical Riga
Gertrude congregation boarding-house, which nowadays is an apart-
ment house.
The surrounding of Priedaine is the only Jurmala area on the right
bank of Lielupe river. Here you can find several remarkable landscape
objects — the White Dune, Slepera marsh, Darmstadt pine stand, branch
of a river Bullupe with the tavern “Varnukrogs”, Varkalu canal and the
only monument of archaeology in Jurmala — Babite castle mound.
