
GETTING 
TO JŪRMALA
BY CAR
Jūrmala is situated 20 km from Riga city center and it is reachable along 
A10/E22 motorway.

BY TAXI
Jūrmala city center is only 15 km from the Riga International Airport. 
A taxi ride from the airport to Jūrmala costs up to 17 EUR.

BY TRAIN
Passenger trains to Jūrmala leave from Riga Central Railway Station 
Track 3 and 4 on Platform 4, in direction to Tukums, Ķemeri, Dubulti or 
Sloka. Ride takes 30 min and costs 1.40–1.90 EUR.

ENTRANCE FEE FOR VEHICLES
Entering the administrative territory of Jūrmala city, from April 1 to 
September 30 you must buy entry-pass of 2 EUR per day. Ticket ma-
chines are available at the entrance of the city and in the city center. 
Ticket must be bought on entrance day at any time till 23:59. All mu-
nicipal parking lots in city are free of charge.

DISCOVER MUSEUMS 
AND ART SPACES
JŪRMALA CITY MUSEUM
How did Jūrmala grow from a late 19th century resort to the city it is today? Find 
our city’s story at the museum! It offers a  permanent exhibition “Children at the 
Resort” and the multimedia exhibition “RAINIS SPACE. Freedom. Depth. Infinity.”

JŪRMALA OPEN AIR MUSEUM
The museum hides among the pines of Buļļuciems, at the foot of the Ragakāpa dune. 
It includes the homestead of a late-19th century fisherman, with its typical buildings, 
a large collection of anchors, fishing boats, ropes and etc. Entry is free of charge.

RAINIS AND ASPAZIJA’S SUMMER HOUSE
Jūrmala is the town that inspired Latvia’s greatest poets: Rainis and Aspazija. The 
summer house boasts authentic household objects, and visitors of its interiors can 
feel the time when the poet couple were making outstanding literary works that 
left an impact not only on Latvian literature, but also on the language and the 
worldview of Latvians. Entrance fee in effect.

DUBULTI CULTURE QUARTER
The Dubulti Culture Quarter houses a music school with modern concert halls, a 
visual arts school, an extensive library and exhibition halls. An excellent place 
for arts events, exhibitions and concerts.

This is the only contemporary art space in Europe that still is a functioning rail-
way station and a masterpiece of 1970’s architecture! Entry is free of charge.

VISIT THE UNUSUAL 
RAGAKĀPA NATURE PARK
A special protected area with convenient footpaths has been created around Rag-
akāpa, one of Latvia’s tallest dunes, to preserve the diversity of life at the sea shore 
and in the dunes grown over by an ancient pine forest. Take an unforgettable walk 
and discover this nature park! 

WALK AROUND 
THE ĶEMERI NATIONAL PARK
MELNALKŠŅU BOG PLANKED FOOTWAY 
This 600 m long footpath starts at the park’s information centre “Meža māja”. There 
is a playground at its start, and the historical Ķemeri resort park with its interesting 
early 20th century houses, churches, bridges and other outdoor structures along 
the way. The “Ķirzaciņa” sulphurous mineral water spring is worth noting as well.

SLOKAS LAKE PATH AND BIRD WATCHING TOWER
The path begins and ends at Slokas lake. There is a car park, a picnic area, and a 
“floating” 7 m tall bird watching tower. There are also swings and various exercise 
equipment along the route.

LŪŽŅU POND SPRING
One of the most abundant sulphurous springs in the area! A route of about 3 km 
to the spring starts at the “Meža māja” information centre. This footpath is popular 
among bird watchers, because the beaver pond that is along the route is one of 
the best places to watch birds in the area.

LONG ĶEMERI MARSH PLANKED FOOTWAY 
The long planked footway in the marsh is the most popular site to visit in the Ķemeri 
National Park, offering a look at a raised bog untouched by human activity, and 
see unusual natural sights. The long circular route along the footway is 3.4 km, and 
the short one is 1.4 km.

LOOK FOR ADVENTURE

FOREST PARK
Playgrounds for children of different ages, walking and roller-skating paths, a 
skate park, streetball court, cafes and a free car park! The park’s landmark is its 
33.5 m tall observation tower that provides an unforgettable view of Jūrmala and 
the Baltic Sea over the tops of the pine trees. Starting from May 1, the most active 
visitors will be welcome at the adventure park “Tarzāns” with obstacle routes of 
five different complexity levels installed in the trees.
