Nikolaja) prospekta
iesauca par "Ameriku”, bet vél talako ap 33.liniju — par "Australiju”. So ra-
jonu, ka ari dzelzcela staciju sauca par Bulliem vél lidz 1932.gadam, jo
lidzas atradas senas Bullu muiZas zemes. 1867.gada tika iemeérita Lie-
lupes (bij. Bulduru) kapséta. Vecie kapi atradas Lielupes mala starp
abiem tiltiem.

Bullu muiZas zemes ietver Lielupes grivas teritoriju. Bulluciema véstu-
re Jarmala, upes labaja krasta saistas ar parceltuvi un Plosta krogu kop$
17.gs beigam. Ap 1910.gadu sadalija zemi apbavei pie tagadéjas Vikingu
ielas, un lidz Pirmajam pasaules karam tika uzceltas vismaz 20 vasarnicas.
Lielupes rajona teritorija daléji apbavéta jau 19.gs beigas un 20.gs sa-
kuma. Senaka apbive saglabajusies Vidus prospekta gala aiz padomju
laika lielbaves — viesnicas “Lielupe” izveidota parravuma. Nakosais ap-
baves periods saistas ar ievérojama pilsétbavniecibas specialista Arnol-
da Lamzes (18891945) izstradato “Jarmalas kolonijas generalo apbi-
ves projektu” 1926.gada. To gan realizéja tikai daléji, un zemesgabali
un vasarnicas Seit tika pieskirtas ievérojamiem Latvijas valsts, kultdras
un sabiedriskiem darbiniekiem. Tpaumus ieguva valsts prezidenti ).

Starp tam redzamas art laikme-
tigas jaunbaves, kuras turpina reprezentativas arhitektdras tendences.

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he borders of Lielupe district include the beach in the North, the
Trailway and Vikingu Street in the South, the 9" Line in the West and
the 36" Line in the East. It is a part of former land of Bulduri manor that
in the historical sources was first mentioned in 1495. The plots of land
in the dunes in Bulduru Avenue (former Lielais prospekts) were allocated
for the construction purposes from 1851, in Lielupe district — from 1863.
Because of the great distance from the historical centre of Jarmala, the
territory behind 0. Kalpaka Avenue (former Nikolaja prospekts) was cal-
led "America”, but the territory around the 33" Line — “Australia”. This
region, as well as the railway station was called Bulli up to the 1932, as
the land of former Bulli manor was located next to it.
Land of Bullu manor include territory of Lielupe estuary. The history of
Bulluciems in Jarmala, on the right bank of the river is connected with
waftage and “Plosta” pub since the end of the 17 century. Around
1910, the land was divided in plots for construction in the territories of
current Vikingu Street, and until the World War 1, at least 20 summer
houses were built here.
The territory of Lielupe district was partly covered by buildings already
in the end of the 19" and the beginning of the 20" century. The oldest
buildings are preserved at the end of Vidus Avenue behind the gap
made by construction of Soviet period — the hotel “Lielupe”. The next
period of construction is connected with the outstanding constructor's
Arnold Lamze (1889 — 1945) “Jarmala settlement unique construction
project” in 1926. It was carried out only partially, the plots and summer
cottages there were allocated to outstanding Latvian state, culture and
public officials. The property was acquired by such persons as the
presidents of Latvia J. Cakste and G. Zemgals, composer J. Zalitis, archi-
tects E. Laube and |. Blankenburgs etc. Mostly there have been preserved
the functionalism and national romanticism buildings from the period of
the first free Republic of Latvia with objects of neoretrospecticism, arc-
hitecture of classicism; also architecture of historism and Art Nouveau
can be observed here. The intrusion of the Soviet period in the his-
torical planning and construction is associated with the building of the
sanatorium on Bulduri Avenue, formation of tennis centre on 0. Kalpaka
Avenue, as well as building of fishermen collective farm “Uzvara".
The 1990-ies and the 21 century came with new acquisitions and
losses: sanatoria built in the Soviet period have been pulled down. Most
of the buildings have been restored or rebuilt, possessing a beautiful vi-
sual image. Among these houses, also modern ones, represent tenden-
cies of architecture. The fishery branch has been eliminated and territory
of "Jaraslicis” changed, and the only remainder of this time is exposition
in Jarmala Open Air Museum.
